Bridging Work

Criminology

Unit 1:  Changing Awareness of Crime

This unit looks at looks at the variety of crimes that are under reported and have a low level of public awareness. There are many reasons why they are under reported and in the unit we will look at the reasons why and the impact they have on their victims.

Topic 


The bridging work will be relevant to the first topic of the first unit you will study where you are required to ‘Analyse different types of crime.’

Task 1 – Conduct research into the following different types of crime: 

1. white collar crime

2. e-crime

3. domestic abuse/violence

4. honour crime and hate crime

Your research should include a definition of each and real life examples of each of the crimes above for this task.

Task 2- Campaigns for Change

A campaign for change relates to a set of activities that people carry out over a period of time to achieve something such as social or legal change.  Carry out some research into Clare’s Law or Helens Law and answer the following questions:
· What happened that inspired the campaign?

· What change did they want?

· What kinds of strategies did they use to get support/awareness for their campaigns? (tv appearances, newspapers, use of celebrities to support, brochures)

· Was their campaign a success? (were there changes made to law?)
· Is there anything they could have done to make their campaign more successful?
Unit 2:  Criminological Theories

This unit looks at looks at a variety of criminological theories; including biological, individualistic, and sociological theories. The unit also attempts to cover the social construction of criminality, causes of criminality as well as the causes for policy change.

The bridging work will be relevant to the first topic of your second unit where you are required to ‘Compare criminal and deviant behaviour.’

Task 3 – Conduct research into the following: 

1. What is meant by deviant behaviour?  
2. Give at least three examples of deviant behaviour.

3. Find a real life example of deviant behaviour e.g. bring a newspaper article

4. What is meant by criminal behaviour?

5. Give at least three examples of criminal behaviour. 

6. Find a real life example of criminal behaviour e.g. bring a newspaper article
