The report identified only two areas for development, and these will have a focus in our school
improvement plan. We have already planned for staff professional development to ensure every
teacher, including our visiting teachers are skilled and have confidence to support all students with a
special educational need to learn well. Our literacy plan is focused on reading, which begins right from
the start of joining Rooks Heath School with new Year 7 joiners and those who arrive with reading
levels below their actual ages.
