What you 
need to decide

Which of these subjects are you going to take into 
Year 10 and 11?

• All students will pick at least one subject out of History and 
Geography.

• If you currently study a language, you will continue it into 
next year.

• You have two further option choices, mostly from subjects 
you studied in Year 9 (with some new subjects).



How do you choose?





1) The EBacc:
• This is a suite of qualifications that is considered important 

for a broad range of GCSEs. It includes

• English, Maths, Science, a Language and a Humanity.

• You have already chosen your Language, but you will need to 
make a decision about whether to study History or 
Geography.



2) Preferences 
and progress:

• Are you making better progress in some subjects than 
others?

• What skills are you learning in your subjects that will be 
helpful in the future?

• Do you have a future career in mind?

• Which subjects are you enjoying?

• Do you like some of your subjects better than others?



3) Don’t use 
these reasons:

• It's getting difficult.
• (Embrace the challenge and be resilient.)

• There's a lot to learn and do.
• (This is the same in every subject.)

• My friends are dropping that subject.
• (Be your own person.)



Science

All students in Year 10 will study Combined 
Science: 2 GCSEs

• This is compulsory for everyone (10 hours a fortnight).

At the end of Year 10, students who are making good 
progress will automatically be transferred onto the 
Triple Science course: 3 GCSEs

• Separate GCSEs in Biology, Chemistry and Physics.



Can I choose a 
new subject?

• Most of your subjects will be those you have studies 
before.

• There are three subjects that are new in Year 10 that 
were not available in Year 9. They are:
• Business Studies GCSE

• Health and Social Care BTEC Level 2

• Media Studies GCSE

• Sociology GCSE
